2. Make sure your firewall is acti-

vated. A firewall helps protect your mobile
PC by preventing unauthorized users from
gaining access to your computer through the
Internet or a network. It acts as a barrier that
checks all incoming information, and then
either blocks the information or allows it to
come through. Microsoft XP or newer Win-
dows operating systems come with a firewall,
just make sure it's turned on.

3. Monitor your access points.

Chances are, there are multiple wireless net-
works anywhere you're trying to connect.
These connections are all access points, be-
cause they link into the wired system that gives
you Internet access. So how do you make sure
you're connecting to the right one? Sindpley
configuring your PC to let you approve access
points before you connect.

Windows Vista takes the guesswork out of
connecting to hotspots because you are auto-
matically prompted to approve new connec-
